Alton will be speaking on “Nidulariums: The Forgotten Bromeliads”.

Alton is a past president of Florida West Coast Bromeliads, the oldest
bromeliad society in the country (Founded 1954). As well as holding virtually
every other position in the group over the years, he is also the originator of
many of the programs and activities the society still continues to practice and
follow to this day. Mr. Lee has written many articles for the BSI Journal as well
as numerous other garden publications. He has presented a wide range of
talks to most of the Florida bromeliad societies over the
years as well as a variety of presentations on other plant
families to local garden and plant groups. Alton lives in
Gulfport with MANY tropical plants and his two very active
cats, Calvin and Hobbes.

H. Alton Lee is a native North Carolinian and a lifelong
writer. He has been widely published on a variety of
subjects including entertainment and the arts, religion
and theology and especially gardening and horticulture.

Mr Lee is the author of “Seven Feet Four and Growing,”a
novel for young readers and more recently the mystery
novel “The Murderer Who Loved Me” both available on
Amazon and Kindle. A sequel to the later book is pending.
